A 
group of homosexual activists 
came out and held signs nearby 

us. After a while several other students stopped to watch the exchange, and from there we began 3 hours of 
intense ministry.  Several Christian students stopped to give us support; not just “God bless you”, but 
actually acting as bold witnesses for Christ!  One young man in particular stood out. His initial response to 
us was to tell us how wrong our approach was as he stormed off to class, a common response from our 
‘brethren’.  He returned several times throughout the day, and eventually stayed, skipping class and began to 
witness to those in the crowd. He went from critic to radical evangelist as he saw our ministry in action!  He 
called us when we were on our way home to encourage and thank us, inviting us to come back  to his 
campus in the future!

Georgetown College (Formerly Georgetown Baptist college) 
 The Lord showed us the value in preaching at “Christian” colleges, something that needs to be 
done much more. The first two class breaks at Georgetown were pretty slow, so we sent most of our group to 
a different campus. At the end of the second class break a small group gathered to listen. As the preaching  
began to cut their hearts, soon over a hundred students stood listening.  In preaching to a primarily 
“Christian” audience many truths don’t have to be established (i.e., the existence of God, the person of Jesus 
Christ, etc.).  We focused on true and false conversion. Many of the students, professing faith and salvation 
in Christ, in the same breath readily admitted fornicating, woeful biblical illiteracy, disinterest in the things 
of God, as well as a host of other sins. Many lashed out at us for being judgmental and not “Christ-like”. A 
group of almost 30 students joined 
hands to pray against us. The scene 
was a disturbing reality but remarkably 
indicative of American Christianity, all 
too reminiscent of the false prophets of 
old, saying “peace, peace” when there 
was no peace, indeed the Lord said 
even their prayers were an 
abomination. As we contended with 
the crowd it was evident heavy 
conviction was falling and the Word 
was piercing through their vain 
attempts to justify themselves. Many 
were touched. I was reminded of John 
Wesley and the early Methodists 
preaching in England in the fields and 
on the streets. In the face of immense 
persecution from the “established” church, they transformed  a nation. Our hope for our school is to see 
Wesleys, Whitefields, and Wilberforces raised up to boldly preach righteousness and by God's grace see 
radical spiritual awakening come to our sick land!

(several of whom had observed us the previous day). The 
professor graded him with an A+ and is making a DVD 
of the class. The feedback we received from the students 
was very positive, pray that seeds of revival spark the 
campus and many are inspired to take up their cross and 
follow Christ!   

 

A Busy but Blessed Three Months 
 Overall the school was on the road a total of 
six weeks out of the three month semester. Our travels 
brought us through 10 states working with a variety of 
Christian ministries. One of the encouraging things that we encountered in many of our travels is the 
number of campus ministries that supported our efforts. Lord willing we hope to be able to work on 
a closer level in the 
future with these 
organizations for a 
greater impact in years 
to come.

Future Plans 

 In the months ahead we 
are planning on expanding our 

program in several areas: 
�         First, is lengthening our program from three months to six months (two three month 

sessions). Almost all the students from last year and this year felt  the school was too short 
and expressed interest in an expanded program. I also can see that three months is not a 
sufficient amount of time to develop lasting character traits.  

�   Our hope in the future is to expand our ministry endeavors overseas. Lord willing, in 
years ahead we will have a branch focused on such and be able to train up, send out, and 
support overseas missionaries.  

�    Another area we want to become more involved in is inner city work, addressing the 
urban crisis in our nation with the power of the full gospel and Lordship of Christ. The 
biggest problem of course in the inner cities is the breakdown of the family, centered around 
the failures of men to be the fathers and the husbands God has called them to. We want to 
develop a solid program for addressing this, centered around aggressive street ministry.
